Legislative and Public Policy Update
Patricia attended a National American Cancer Society meeting where a presentation was made about the status of various states policies. Delaware did not rank well in the area of state excise tax.  Meetings with state legislators and the Governor's office have not been very promising to date.  Elections and the uncertainty concerning MBNA may be playing a role in advancing the move to raise the excise tax.  Efforts need to be stepped up to "make some noise" on the subject.  There may be an opportunity to talk to the Governor when the DCC 2 year two accomplishments are presented to her.

There may be a bill to exempt smoking in Delaware casinos.  Efforts to keep data and information available to keep the Clean Indoor Air Act (CIAA) intact are needed.  So far there has been not bill introduced.

Senator McBride is now a member of the Joint Finance Committee.

There has been no response from foster care on their efforts to keep children under their care free from exposure to secondhand smoke.  They were to conduct a survey of their foster parents in September.

The DCC Tobacco Committee's four main policy strategies are:

1.  Increase the state excise tax on tobacco.

2.  Keep the CIAA strong- block attempts to weaken the law.

3.  Provide high quality cessation through:
      Increased Medicaid coverage

      Insurance coverage
4.  Keep MSA funding for tobacco prevention to at least meeting the "best practices" guidelines
