Review of Previous Meeting Minutes



Chair Lt. Governor Bethany Hall-Long began the meeting at 10:00 am.  All participants approved the February 14, 2019 minutes as written.
Old & New Business



Policy Updates
Co-Chair Ms. Deb Brown; let the committee know that the Tobacco 21 Bill (Senate Substitute 1 for Senate Bill 25) has been passed.  It will be effective on July 16, 2019.  Ms. Lisa Moore advised the committee that the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program (TPCP) has been working with the Division of Alcohol and Tobacco Enforcement (DATE). DATE is responsible for enforcing the law.  The TPCP has updated the merchant education packet that DATE will hand deliver to each of the tobacco retailers.   The packet includes the new law, window decals, posters on how to check IDs, and a booklet with tips on avoiding violations that comes in various languages.  The program has also mailed out courtesy signs to all the vape shops stating that no one under the age of 21 is permitted.  Dr. Karyl Rattay stated that public health would have some kind of public outreach.  Ms. Moore also mentioned that there would be radio ads to notify the public that the law is changing.   Mike Cordrey, Aloysius Butler and Clark (AB&C) stated that there are social media postings.  Ms. Brown mentioned that Delaware is the twelfth state to pass the law. There are also two Tobacco 21 bills at the federal level right now.  One of them is moving more quickly than the other. Ms. Brown shared that there was a group of senators including Mitt Romney, who held a press event in Washington DC, talked about the importance of Tobacco 21, and introduced a Tobacco 21 bill. A Delaware Kick Butts Generation (KBG) student, Queen Carnish was one of the youth that spoke at the event and it was heavily attended by the press.  Senator Mitch McConnell introduced a bill, which seems to be the bill that is moving right now. This bill requires that states pass their own Tobacco 21 legislation. Major nonprofit health organizations are supporting that legislation.  The bill should be in the works by the end of July or beginning of August.  

Ms. Brown also stated that June 22 was the tenth anniversary of the signing of The Family Smoking Prevention and Control Act by President Obama. ALA is still committed to pushing the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) to enforce the law.  

Ms. Brown reported that JUUL was lobbying Delaware’s Senator Brian Townsend and Representative Melissa Minor-Brown to introduce legislation that would cap bulk purchasing of products.  Two new definitions regarding open system containers and closed containers were reviewed. The bill capped online orders at five closed systems and two open systems; however, you would no longer have to show identification when you get the device delivered.  There were many issues with that particular piece of legislation so it did not move.  Advocates believe that the companies most likely will push that again in the next legislative session.  With the new Tobacco 21 law, online orders have to be signed for and identification has to be shown for delivery.  Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned that San Francisco banned sales of e-cigarettes.  Ms. Brown stated that there is a city in California that has completely eliminated marketing the sale of any tobacco products to kids within their city limits.  There are a lot more states trying to eliminate sale of flavored e-cigarettes.      

Lt. Governor’s Challenge Update
Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned that the Lt. Governor’s Challenge 2.0 has had a great number of applications.  She thanked the Division of Public Health for all the hard work that was done by DPH staff and Aloysius Butler & Clark.  Mr. Fred Gatto, reported there were forty-five applications.  Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned that it is a long-term partnership with not only the state but also a commitment to health care. She mentioned that a focus on prevention was a topic that came up during the Advisory Council meeting held prior to this committee’s meeting.  The biggest concern is that every time a program is launched there is a lot of excitement.    Mr. Gatto mentioned that the awardees serve as examples that organizations can replicate.   The awardees have conducted some sort of policy, systems or environmental changes.  He stated that the interventions are long lasting and sustainable.  The website provides links and toolkits for people who want to be healthier.  Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned that Del Tech won an award for their work with mindfulness education among their faculty and staff in the community.        

Campaign Updates
Mr. Mike Cordrey and Ms. Alex Parkowski from Aloysius Butler and Clark (AB&C) gave brief updates on the following media campaigns:

· HPV
· Lung Cancer Screening
· HealthyDelaware.org
· Lt. Governor’s Challenge 2.0
· E-cigarettes
· Secondhand Smoke
Mr. Gatto advised the committee that one of the campaigns that public health is working on is to tie in risk factors with chronic diseases.  The campaign will consist of smoking, vaping and sugar sweetened beverages.  It will also promote the importance of being more physically active and eating healthier and educate Delawareans on these two risk factors being linked to cancer, heart disease and diabetes.  There will be different tactics, social marketing and social media. 

Sharing
Ms. Jessica Nolden and Ms. Lauren Brooking reported on a number of projects in which they are involved. Wilmington’s Emergency Department currently screens everyone regarding smoking, drinking or illegal drugs at intake.  If a minor says yes to marijuana, there is no intervention at all.  One project will target adolescence population providing resources and treatment based on the answers to the screening. Another project that will be done is screening for domestic violence.  The project will focus on Smyrna Women’s Health, which is part of the Christiana Care Outpatient Center.   There are about 400 women screened per month.  There will be a four question screening tool, which is a self-administered.  If they have a positive screening (a yes to any of the four questions), a referral screening card is given to them with no identifiers just a phone number in case their abuser finds it.  There is no safety risk.  

Ms. Cassandra Codes-Johnson advised the committee that some tobacco retailers are advertising about the Tobacco 21 law and encouraging the public to stock up on all supplies before the law goes into effect.  They are also letting people know that when the law takes effect in Delaware, they can go to their location in Maryland to purchase products.  

Ms. Janet Teixeira reported that there is a person within her organization retiring at the end of this year and they will be looking for a replacement. First choice would be to have a license clinical social worker (LCSW) experienced in oncology.  Medical social work would be a good runner up.  If necessary, someone who has their masters and has an interest in oncology.  

Ms. Nicole Pickles reported that they are conducting outreach in the Nanticoke community regarding stress reduction.  The need is very great in Sussex County.

Ms. Brown advised the committee that the American Lung Association Lung Health Cohort Study is the first of its kind focused on millennial lung health.  It is a 25 billion dollar grant from National Heart Lung Blood Institute.  They are looking for 4,000 twenty-five to thirty-five year old people.  They are looking at cholesterol, lung disease and life course respiratory diseases.  ALA is working with Northwestern University and research centers across the country.  The closest center to Delaware is Temple University.   

Dr. Karyl Rattay stated that the Governor is interested in heathy lifestyles and tobacco free living, physical activity and healthy eating.  These are priorities for both the Governor and Lt. Governor.  There have been discussions around policy approaches and policy levers that might be able to be pulled across cabinet agencies as well.  Another bill (House Bill 79) that passed is making healthy beverages the default beverage for kid meals.  It is another policy step in the right direction.  Stakeholders are looking at ways to bring attention to that issue that can contribute to the obesity epidemic the state is dealing with, which is related to cancer.  Dr. Rattay asked the committee to think about what are the other levers that need to be pushed because there is an interest right now in what the consortium and DPH can do to promote healthy lifestyles.    

Lt. Governor Hall-Long will be mentioning the Delaware Cancer Consortium as well as some of the work from the Behavioral Health Consortium at the National Lt. Governor Summit which be held the week of July 15th in Delaware for the first time.  They will be highlighting some of the Consortium’s work because Delaware is a model for other states around healthy lifestyles and cancer.

Ms. Jeannie Chiquoine advised the committee that Healthy Lifestyle Bill 79 would be signed by the Governor.  It will make healthy beverages the default in kids’ meals.  They are looking for a place that is kid friendly to do the bill signing.  

Ms. Lisa Schieffert advised the committee that they are doing their community health needs assessment and their preliminary data is showing that tobacco is very much an issue in the City of Wilmington.  They would like to build partnerships with various agencies because they serve a hard to reach population. Tobacco is connected to so many other diseases and those diseases are showing up in the needs assessment.  Addressing smoking reduction will be one of their top priorities.

Mr. Gatto advised the committee that there is a position open within the Health Promotion and Disease Prevention Section for someone who is experienced in health promotion, health education and survey tools.  When the position is posted, there will be a broadcast email sent.
