TOPICS OF DISCUSSION:

I
Approval of March 20, 2002 Minutes

· Senator David McBride motioned to approve the minutes, seconded by Senator Liane Sorenson.  Patricia Hoge noted an incorrect spelling of her name and requested correction.  There were no further comments or suggestions. The minutes were accepted via unanimous voice vote. 

II
Membership Committee Report 
A Membership Committee consisting of Matt Denn, Patricia Hoge, Nicholas Petrelli, MD and William Bowser was formed for the purpose of forming subcommittees of the Advisory Council to implement the recommendations of April 2002.
Betsy Wheeler gave an update of the Committee’s activity.
· An approximate six hundred piece mail solicitation was distributed in the first week of February, 2003.
· Anyone who expressed interest but who had not submitted an application in return was contacted and encouraged to submit an application by the end of April.
· A letter was drafted and sent to sixty-two former subcommittee members encouraging participation. Received several responses expressing interest and/or submitting applications.
· Membership Committee met, reviewed applications for completion and made decisions on membership approval and subcommittee assignment. Approved seven of ten applications received. The three pending applications require further input from the applicants and/or their organizations.

· Began working with the American Cancer Society and Christiana Care to establish appropriate representation for membership.
· Since the date of the April Membership Committee meeting, ten new applications were received and need to be processed.

· Mark Meister at the Medical Society of DE was contacted to advise of the frequency of individual physicians who are Medical Society members making application to the Consortium.
· Consortium objectives are to have breadth, not just from the medical community, but also from the social service community and government; and height so that members are from a level in their organization where they can affect change.

· There are enough approved members to begin meeting in subcommittees. Subcommittees will review their objectives and determine additional membership needs. 
· The Membership Committee will be kept in place indefinitely and continue to meet and review applications.
· Any suggestions for potential members should be e-mailed to Membership Committee members. Dependent on the level of the candidate, solicitation may be best coordinated through the Governor’s office or through established membership application procedures.

There was a Motion to accept the recommendations of the Membership Committee. It was seconded and recommendations were accepted by unanimous voice vote.
III
Reorganizing Committees
The Advisory Council recommendations were based upon the work of six subcommittees. It was recommended that new committees or “task forces” be implemented based upon the eight categorical areas of recommendation from these six committees. There was brief discussion about consolidating two of the topics in order that six committees continue, as before, but it was agreed that the eight stay separate at this time.
A draft crosswalk between former subcommittee chairpersons and new “task force” chairpersons was distributed for review.

To the extent possible, former chairpersons will resume leadership for the new task forces with a few exceptions:

1. William Bowser to temporarily chair new “Disparities” committee which Council agreed should at this time remain separate from its “Access to Care” roots. Will need to select permanent chair in the future. Ms. Wheeler will contact the Lt. Governor’s office for any personal interest or suggestions he may have.

2. Matt Denn to chair “Access to Care” with a new focus on “Paying for the Uninsured”.
3. Dr. Grubbs to chair “Colorectal Screening” (Mr. Bowser to confirm).
4. Meg Maley  to chair “Environment”
5. It was suggested that new committees meet simultaneously and serially for an entire day, with meals in between. In this scenario, all Council members would be made aware of the schedule and could participate in as many committees as desired.
6. New committees will independently identify any targeted recruitment needs.

7. It was suggested that corporate leaders and other leaders from the House and Senate be invited. Recommendations should be forwarded to members of the Membership Committee – Matt Denn, Patricia Hoge, William Bowser or Betsy Wheeler. 
IV
RFP Review Process Update
· Kae Johnson and Alma Bartalameo, representatives from the DE Division of Public Health (DPH) provided an update on DHSS interagency activities and various DPH RFP processes.
· Mr. Bowser requested that the Council be informed, as soon as legally possible, of those awarded a contract. A great deal of discussion followed about the rationale for selecting specific recommendations on which bids were issued.
*See attached progress report, a verbal overview of which was provided:

· Increased Colorectal Screening (RFP 560)
· Bid selected and contract negotiations begun.

· Marketing Screening Project and Services (to expand infrastructure of the Screening for Life program). 

· Bid selected and contract negotiations begun.

· Quality Improvement Training for the Medical Community

· No update available.
· Provide Reliable and Useful Cancer Information (RFP 572)
· Meeting between Paul Silverman, Alma Bartolomeo, and John Ray on Public Health’s plans for the implementation of the CDC tobacco model for schools. Planning is underway.

· Requested clarification of recommendations for the Dept. of Education’s lead role in the “Permanent Alliance to Coordinate and Promote Public Education” in order to proceed. Will resolve in subcommittee meeting “Providing Information”.

· Reducing Tobacco Use and Exposure – (RFP 564) to expand awareness and cessation. 
· Bid selected and contract negotiations begun.

· Tobacco Resource Guide 
· Will be meeting to finalize bid selection. Should have information by next Council meeting.

· Eliminate Unequal Cancer Burden 
· Will be selected on the May 22, 2003. Will have update by next meeting.

· Reducing Threat of Cancer from the Environment
· Robert Zimmerman has been recommended as prime contact for the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC). Officials are scheduled to meet with him on May 22, 2003. 
· A tangential discussion took place regarding the focus of “Reducing cancer threat from environment”. Several Committee members felt the language related to Delaware waterways was “provocative”. A decision was made to focus on areas that are known risk factors and can be tackled within the next three to five years, i.e. tobacco and radon. 
· Facilitation, Annual Report and Website Development (RFP 561)
· Bid selected and contract negotiations begun.

· It is the goal to have all contracts in place by July 1, 2003.
V
Colorectal Screening Update
· Mr. Bowser attended a meeting with Medicaid officials and representatives from EDS related to expanding the Screening for Life program’s infrastructure, which pays for screening services for the uninsured, to include colorectal cancer screening. Mr. Bowser commented that the meeting was productive and that EDS has a number of economies of scale that can be utilized. The process is moving forward and participants are working through the details.

Other Business

· Information about the DE Cancer Network-website developed by the DPH but, to date, not actively promoted – was distributed. (See attached). The website may be used as a resource for DCC activities. Volunteers from the Council will be solicited to review the website functionality and make recommendations regarding how it may be utilized or modified to facilitate the mission of the DCC.
· Dr. Petrelli: Getting information to people about clinical trials is a critical component of cancer care, treatment, and prevention. All Delaware hospitals, except one, participate in NC1 endorsed clinical trials. This level of uniform participation in a voluntary activity, recognized for its standard of excellence, is noteworthy. Dialogue with the one outlying hospital will be initiated by officials from Christiana Care.

VII.
Next Steps/Next Meeting

· A suggested scheduling strategy was to conduct a short Council meeting from 8:30 – 9:30; subcommittee meetings from 9:45 – 12:00; lunch for all at conclusion.
· A suggested June Council agenda topic: Brief overview of proposed CDC Cancer Control activities.
It was suggested that the above referenced full day format for convening the Council and the new subcommittees be conducted in Dover by late June 2003. Council members will be polled for their date availability and further activities will take place in the interim to assure that each new subcommittee has an identified and prepared Council member as Chairperson.
