Committee members approved the March 16, 2009 Tobacco Committee meeting. 

Policy Updates
FDA Regulation of Tobacco
The committee reviewed two documents that outlined the FDA Regulation of tobacco products timeline and the impact of the FDA Tobacco Legislation on State tobacco control efforts.  The President signed the FDA regulation bill.  There will be a public comment period for people to express their opinion regarding the bill.   There is one lawsuit that has been filed by the tobacco industry and there may be another one in the process of being filed by the ACLU and an advertising company that works for the tobacco industry.  Patricia Hoge suggested spending a couple of minutes on where we are and how this will impact Delaware and its youth. The Heart, Lung and Cancer Society will be having a meeting in mid August to discuss strategy.  There will be some model legislation and some opportunities to utilize the legislation at the states in the future.  By September’s meeting there should be some model legislation that could be looked at.  The legislation may affect the Division and Alcohol and Tobacco Enforcement (DATE) on their enforcement of state laws.
Youth Access Law
Fred mentioned the Youth Access Law House Bill 269 was amended.  The Bill requires clerks at all tobacco retail outlets to require proof of age (ID) of anyone under the age of 27.  The current law states that clerks shall have the right to check proof of age.  Anther import change is that purchase of tobacco products must be “under the control” of a clerk or store employee.  A customer cannot readily access tobacco products without the assistance of a cashier.   These changes will be incorporated into the annual tobacco retailer information package that DATE hands out to each tobacco retailer in Delaware.
Tobacco Excise Tax
HB 211 which increased the state excise tax by 45 cents was passed and signed into law on July 1.  The increase went into effect on July 31st.  Delaware’s excise tax is now $1.60 per pack.  Delaware excise tax ranks 18th highest in the nation. US States average is $1.32. Under discussion is a tax equity bill stating when there is a cigarette tax increase; other tobacco products will increase automatically.  A tax equity package is being looked at in Pennsylvania.  
Menu Labeling
Senate Bill 81 was introduced in April.  Dave Secola is the primary sponsor.  It landed in the small business committee. A hearing was held on June 3rd.  The bill did not pass but is still active for next session. 

The LEAN Act and the MEAL Act are at the federal level, and sponsors of both bills were able to reach a compromise.  It will be part of the health care reform. The compromise bill will require calories be posted on menu boards, but not any of the other information.  If a federal law is passed it will most likely preempt state laws.
Tanning 
Senate Bill 90 was passed and the Governor will be signing it soon.  The bill bans 14 year olds from using tanning facilities, except for medical reasons. Youth aged 15-17 must have written parental permission.  
Year 2 Purple Book Accomplishments Update
Each DCC committee was asked to provide information for the Year 2 “Purple Book” update.

a:  Ongoing:  Excise Tax was increased by 45 cents.  Delaware’s excise tax is now $1.60 per pack.  Delaware excise tax ranks 18th highest in the nation.  All US Sates average is $1.32.   The average for the three boarding states is $2.02.  (PA = $1.35, MD = $2.00, NJ = $2.70).

Ongoing: Advocates have been working with Medicaid.  DE Medicaid provides tobacco cessation products and counseling but clients have to receive prior authorization.

Ongoing: Supported national policy initiatives encouraging legislation to support FDA regulation of tobacco products.  The FDA legislation did pasts   Delaware senators and representatives were all supportive and co-sponsors.
Goal 2

a:  Ongoing: CDC changed the recommended funding levels in October 2007.  Currently no state is meeting the recommended guidelines.  The committee recommended changing the wording of the objective to read “Fund tobacco prevention programs above the CDC lower estimates for Delaware.”
b:  Ongoing:  The tobacco plan will be updated in FY2010.
Goal 3:

3:  Ongoing:  CATCH: (Comprehensive Approach to Community Health) is in effect. 

Youth smoking rates are at all time lows (According to the Division of Public Health's 2008 Youth Tobacco Survey, current smoking (smoked during the past month) also reached a new low of 17.3% among public high school students)

b: Ongoing:  CATCH Program.  80 out of 100 schools are participating.

a:  Ongoing:  Campaigns are in place
b: Ongoing: The beach ban in Bethany Beach was implemented and enforced.  All hospitals in Delaware have smoke free grounds.

a:  Ongoing:  DPH applied for a Physical Activity, Nutrition and Obesity (PANO) prevention cooperative agreements from the CDC.  The application was approved but not funded.  DE HEAL Delaware Partners for Healthy Eating and Active Living was formed to address PANO.  DPH applied and received a CDC grant to address Healthy Communities.
b:  Ongoing: CATCH program. 
c: Ongoing:  Healthy Delaware 10 ton challenge.  Get up and Do Something, Lieutenant Governor Challenge, 5-2-1 Almost None.  

SB 81 was introduced.  It would require menus to provide information calories, grams of saturated fat, grams of carbohydrates, and milligrams of sodium for each item offered.  SB 81 was not passed this session.
d:  Ongoing.  
e: Ongoing:  SB 90 passed.   Known as the Michelle Rigney act, SB 90 restricts minors under the age of 14 from using tanning beds.  Minors age 14-17 need written parental consent to use tanning beds.
Other

Marianne mentioned that there is about 90 million dollars of federal stimulus funds that has not been released yet.  There is supposed to be an announcement on how to apply for the funds the middle of August or later.  It may coincide with the health care reform package.  Patricia mentioned meetings she had with Jill and Paul to reallocating health care funds to nutrition and physical activity and other risk factors.
