Minutes were reviewed and approved without changes.

Legislative Update:
At the 142nd Legislative11 bills were introduced.  The CIAA remained intact. A bill to include state excise tax on internet sales in Delaware was passed.

This group should have a cessation statement on what it is that we what to propose.

Legislative initiative that should be supported by the Cancer Consortium include:

· Increasing exercise taxes,

· Cessation coverage for all individuals, 

· Medicaid waiver that is the largest cost to the state.  

Another non-regulatory object to be placed on the list and addressed is to push the hospitals in the state to become smoke free.  All hospitals should adopt smoke free policy. 

Robert Wood Johnson Update

There were 150 applicants, and Delaware made it to the final review.  Delaware did not get funded, however, they have offered us technical assistant in whatever areas that we think that we need to keep our CIAA.  


New Cancer Plan Release

Since everyone attended and received the New Cancer Plan Release, only a couple items were reviewed.  

In the earlier version, the Tobacco Committee was at the end of the report. This time the Tobacco Committee report at the beginning since it one where there was a great deal that had been accomplished.  We wanted to make sure that we had a large amount of things stamped with the “done.”  We still have plenty of work to do.
2005 Tobacco Plan Draft

Turning plans into commitment draft was presented to group. Goals are:

1. Prevent Tobacco Use Among Young Delawareans through Age 24 

2. Increase Tobacco Cessation Among Delawareans

3. Reduce Routine Exposures to Environment Tobacco Smoke

4. Decrease the Social Acceptability of Tobacco Use

5. Maintain Delaware’s position of leadership in comprehensive Tobacco Prevention to sustain existing progress and efforts. 

The main priorities of the Consortium are to increase the state excise tax and to provide more cessation coverage.

Carcinogenic Effects of ETS

Dr Wells provided a draft summary of the California’s Office on Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA), which is a part of the California Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA), conclusions regarding the evidence of a casual association between ETS exposure and Breast Cancer.  They also note that there is a probable “window of susceptibility” of the breast to carcinogens in pre-pubertal and pre-pregnancy years.
