Committee members approved the December 12, 2006 Colorectal Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Tailored Navigation Training for Nurse Navigators

The Colorectal Committee previously agreed that tailored navigation training be available to Delaware’s Colorectal Cancer Care Navigators. Ms. Nora Katurakes is working with Dr. Ronald Myers to arrange the training. 
Coverage through SFL of Individuals Over 65+ for CRC Services

Previous discussion was held regarding Screening for Life not covering colon testing for clients over 65 years of age. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky investigated and distributed information regarding the maximum cut off age for screening coverage and potential barriers.  Committee members reviewed the handout entitled, “Estimate of Delaware Population 65+ with Part A Only Coverage AND Meeting SFL Income Guidelines”. The Colorectal Committee recommended that the Screening for Life policy be amended to include coverage for those over 65 years of age. The recommendation is to make this change effective July 2007. 
Review 1st Draft of Colon, Cervical, Breast and Prostate Cancer Screening Recommendations (New Plan, 2007-2011)


Members reviewed and held lengthy discussion of the 1st drafts of colon, cervical, breast and prostate cancer screening recommendations planned to be included in the 2007-2011 new plan/“Purple Book”.  Respective colon, cervical, breast and prostate subcommittee contacts will make suggested revisions to the draft recommendations and send to Ms. Alisa Olshefsky before February 13, 2007.  The following related discussion was held in addition to the recommended modifications:

Committee members discussed the colon cancer objective of informing and educating health care providers and the general public on available resources. Ms. Nora Katurakes asked about the details of the VIP/CHAP program and whether the program would be beneficial to the “working poor” who are without health insurance or state assistance.  Ms. Ginger Calloway briefly explained her understanding of the VIP/CHAP program and the basic program qualifications. Ms. Katurakes recommended that Ms. Betsy Wheeler, VIP/CHAP Program Manager, present program details to the Committee. 

Discussion was held regarding the colon cancer objective of developing new, and nurturing existing, relationships with primary care physicians’ offices.  Ms. Donna-Marie King and Mr. Michael Cordrey, Aloysius Butler & Clark, passed around an updated prototype of a healthcare provider media kit.  Media kits are planned to be distributed during March 2007, Colorectal Awareness Month. It was suggested that the media kit’s prescription pad be re-worded to exclude the word “free”. The general consensus of Committee members was that the word “free” could deter certain individuals from calling for help they might indeed quality for. Aloysius Butler & Clark will make the suggested change to the media kit’s prescription pads. 

There was brief discussion regarding the possibility of video recording community members verbalizing their positive colorectal testing experiences and perhaps playing these videos in physician office waiting areas.


Committee members expressed concern with whether the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program covers cancer patients diagnosed with a second cancer of the same type located at a different site (example: breast cancer in right breast first year and breast cancer in left breast second year).  A representative from the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program will be invited to a future Colorectal Committee meeting to provide details. 
Dr. Grubbs asked for ideas on how the success of the HPV program could be measured.  Dr. Grubbs suggested that maybe the National Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion’s Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS) Survey be adjusted to measure the program’s success. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will research an assortment of potential measurement avenues and report her findings to the Committee. 

In regards to the goal of expanding Mobile Cancer Screening services, Ms. Nora Katurakes suggested that the Committee explore the possibility of utilizing St. Francis Hospital’s St. Clare Medical Outreach van to administer HPV vaccines.  Even though the St. Clare Medical Outreach van is on a daily rotating scheduled, there was concern as to whether the majority of clients utilizing the St. Clare Medical Outreach van would return to be administered all three rounds of HPV vaccine shots. Ms. Katurakes will research further and report back to the Committee her findings. 

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky announced that new Requests for Proposals (RFP) would be issued for Cancer Screening Nurse Navigation, Champions of Change and Cancer Care Coordination.  Project plans are in progress to intertwine the three programs to further streamline cancer care and to: 1) Provide the highest quality of care for every Delawarean diagnosed with cancer; 2) Increase cancer screening and the early detection of cancer in Delaware; 3) Eliminate the unequal cancer burden affecting minorities and the poor.
