The June meeting minutes were approved with one change – the words “to respond” were duplicated in the last paragraph of the section titled “Analysis of Indian River Data.”

Announcements
Alisa Olshefsky announced the recent hiring of an additional Epidemiologist, Allison Shevock, who has joined DPH. Although Allison was not in attendance, Alisa stated the she would be handling a lot of the data requests from the Data Committee along with other committees, as well as helping Marjorie Shannon with some other studies.

DPH Updates
Alisa Olshefsky updated the Council on the status of the green and purple books. Council members should be receiving hard copies of the final version of the purple book at the next Council meeting and committees should be receiving hard copies of their section of the Green Book at the next Consortium meeting.
Alisa also reminded the Council about the Consortium-wide, all-day retreat that has been set for February 7 at Delaware Technical & Community College, Terry Campus, in Dover. The Council will also meet the morning of February 8 (approximately 9am – noon) in the same location.
Update from Environment Committee on Indian River Status
Before the Environment Committee’s update, Bill Bowser disclosed that he had recently become aware of a partner in his law firm working with DNREC on environmental emissions with regards to the Indian River Plant. Bill stated that he has never discussed this issue with the Secretary, NRG or others. Secretary Hughes confirmed that this was first instance he had heard of this issue and he has never discussed it with Mr. Bowser. 
Meg Maley reported that the Environment Committee had met the previous Monday and there was great representation in the turnout from citizens, DNREC and other members of the DCC. The meeting ended up being completely about Indian River and all other items on the meeting’s agenda were postponed until the next meeting. Meg stated that many suggestions on how to study the situation were offered, however she feels the first need is to determine what role tobacco may have in causing or accelerating illness in the local citizens, and then monitoring the air around the Indian River Plant for known carcinogens. Additional studies related to environmental monitoring and body burden studies would be further discussed and considered based on scientific merit but with different objectives than the evaluation of the current cancer cluster. Meg said that Paul Silverman had estimated the cost of the tobacco survey would be around $50,000, which has not been budgeted for. Meg Maley asked the Council for help in finding these funds so work can begin before the next fiscal year. Bill Bowser suggested that the first thing that should be done is to send out the Indian River presentation Paul Silverman created to all DCC members. Meg said that she has tried to get private citizens who are concerned to join the group – so far none have applied for membership.
Process Evaluation of the DCC
Mary Kane reported to the Council on the results of the evaluation survey. Overall, results were positive and solid recommendations were given.
Results of Retrospective Study of Cancer Survivors
Due to time constraints, Marjorie Shannon gave a brief overview of the results of the Retrospective Study. She will give a full presenation at the next Council meeting.
