By- Law Review
The committee reviewed the new By-Laws and with no objections, By-Laws were accepted as written.  

Lung Cancer Screening Program
Dr. Stephen Grubbs stated the Lung Cancer Screening Article will be published in the Journal of Clinical Oncology.

Cancer Plan (Goals and Costs)
Ms. Nora Katurakes explained to the committee the importance of the Strategic Outreach Planning.  This plan was put together to demonstrate the impact of completing goals.  A conference call will be scheduled for the Ms. Katurakes to contact any committee member interested in addressing goals and acknowledging and identifying barriers obtaining cancer screenings and to develop programs.
Goal 3:  HPV numbers will be presented to the group per Dr. Martin Luta.
Ms. Vickie Cooke informed the group tht goal 4: pertaining to the Mobile Cancer Screening services is a concern.  The linkage to this issue will be to set the patient up with a Nurse Navigator for further screening insight.  The committee tried to come up with a decent asking amount for linkage ($10,000.00 is the starting amount).
Goal 5:  Epidemiologist have this data.
The conclusion to the Cancer plan:  more money is needed and to Study incorporating lung cancer into clinical practice in DE (goal 6).  New budget needs to be considered for approval.
Goal 7:  Analyse data in cancer screening databases…This goal is volunteer time by everyone.

Tomosynthesis Mammogram
Dr. Peggy___________________ presented a slide show to further explain the 3-D Tomosynthesis Mammogram machine and its purpose.  A mammogram is an x-ray exam of the breast.  The information from the x-rays is sent to a computer, which produces a focused 3-D image of the breast.
Some Positive Facts:  There are less call backs and it can detect cancer earlier than a regular mammo.  What is not known as of yet:  How many other tests have been avoided in the process of the tomo.  The committee will consider approving the Tomosynthesis Mammogram at the next meeting.
