Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Patricia Hoge, Chief Mission Officer for the American Cancer Society and the Tobacco & Other Risk Factors Committee Chair, welcomed everyone. Then all members were asked to introduce themselves.  
Membership Application

All members who did not previously fill out an application were asked to take a few minutes to fill out a new membership application form to ensure that the contact information and other data were current.

Dr. Rajasekaran Presentation

Dr. Rajasekaran provided a presentation on his research on the effects of smoking and cancer. 
Policy Updates
Menu Labeling: Marianne Carter informed the committee that Sen. Carper introduced a revised bill that would require menu labeling information on the menu board, separate board or a free standing display.  The prior version left it up to the restaurant on how they wanted to display the information.  Information such as calories, carbohydrates, sodium and fat content would have to be provided.
Advocates are still working on a menu labeling bill for Delaware.
· DHFAC (Delaware Health Fund Advisory Committee) Recommendations:  Fred Gatto provided a presentation to the DHFAC on November 13th which included an increase in funding for tobacco prevention for FY2010.  During his presentation he reminded the DHFAC that the reason we were receiving health funds has from the master settlement with tobacco manufactures to recover cost to the states from health care due to illnesses caused by tobacco use.  Members of the DHFAC praised the success of the tobacco prevention efforts in Delaware.
The DHFAC was scheduled to meet on December 2nd to finalize their recommendations to the legislature and governor.  The expectation is that there will be no increased funding for tobacco prevention or physical activity programs.
Tobacco Social Marketing RFP

· The DPH Tobacco Prevention & Control Program received 13 proposals for their Tobacco Prevention Social Marketing RFP.  AB&C was selected as the vendor.
Updates/Other
· The new CDC Physical Activity Guidelines came out recently.  Fact sheets on the adult recommendations as well as a fact sheet for professionals were provided to members.  For adults at least 150 hours of moderate physical activity is recommended per week.  Individuals should also do muscle strengthening exercises at least two days a week.  There are concerns that some people will try to fit all the workouts in during the weekend, which cold do more harm than good.  Education is needed to help people understand the guidelines.  There were concerns expressed that this was a good opportunity to spotlight about obesity, but there was very little mentioned.  The guidelines can be found at www.health.gov/paguidelines .
· Marianne reminded us about the Delaware Center for Health Promotion’s “Be Healthy Delaware: Ten Ton Challenge”.  It is a 10 week, 10 behavior challenge beginning January 20, 2009.  
· On November 14th the CDC issued MMWR (Morbidity and Mortality weekly report) annual smoking attributable Mortality, years of potential life lost and productivity losses- United States 2000-2004.  A fact sheet was distributed to members which also included Delaware specific data. 
· The Delaware Physical Activity, Nutrition and Obesity Coalition selected a new name- HEAL which stands for Healthy Eating Active Living..  The committees will meet on January 6th at Delaware Technical and Community College in Dover.
