Review of Previous Meeting Minutes



Chair Lt. Governor Bethany Hall-Long called the meeting to order at 10:00 am.  Minutes from the April 9, 2018 meeting were approved with no revisions.
Old & New Business




Policy Updates
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine, American Cancer Society, (ACS) reported that House Bill 417 never made it out of committee. The bill proposed to cap the tax on “premium” cigars. Ms. Deborah Brown, American Lung Association, (ALA) mentioned that partners will continue to pursue Tobacco 21.  With the debate on the age for sale of firearms, it was recommended that they not move forward with the Tobacco 21 legislation this session.  The ALA will continue to educate the public. 

Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned that in regards to Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) vaccination, the Advisory Council approved a 5 year plan to increase HPV vaccination rates among 11 and 12 year olds.  The plan includes HPV policy information and initiatives to increase awareness and education.  

Dr. Karyl Rattay, Division Public Health, (DPH) provided highlights on the annual Cancer Incidence and Mortality Report for 2010-2014.  Delaware ranks 16th nationally for all-site cancer mortality, which is the same as last year. Delaware remains one of the more obese states because of unhealthy lifestyle behaviors such as physical inactivity and poor fruits and vegetable consumption. Delaware’s melanoma incidence rate is four times higher than the US rate. The Advisory Council is thinking about what policy approaches should be implemented to bring the rate down. The council questioned what actions are being taken around sunscreen application in childcare and wondered if Delawareans are protecting children from an early age from melanoma.  Dr. Rattay added that she is hoping to address policy approaches to healthy lifestyles specifically around tobacco, physical activity, nutrition, obesity and sun protection because more should be done in areas of prevention to decrease cancer incidence rates. Dr. Rattay stated that Delaware has been successful with screening and education related to colon cancer.  Colon cancer mortality rates have decreased faster than the nation. Incidence for colon cancer is lower than the national rate. For screening, Delaware ranks number twelve in the nation. Lung cancer by far is still the highest in cancer mortality in Delaware for both males and females.  Tobacco use is the number one risk factor.  

Ms. Laura Saperstein, DPH advised that a Fitness Gram took place in 2017.

Lt. Governor’s Challenge Update
Lt. Governor Bethany Hall Long discussed how in the past, the Lt. Governor’s Challenge (Challenge) was mostly physical fitness and exercise.  The new Challenge will continue to address those areas but also address emotional and behavioral health.  The Division of Public Health will help with the initial planning and marketing of the Challenge.  Other state agencies will be asked to provide resources in the future to help sustain the Challenge.  Mike Cordrey from ABC Creative Intelligence (AB&C) presented the new logo that was designed for the Lt. Governor’s Challenge. Lt. Governor Hall-Long suggested having recognition events either quarterly or twice a year.  
Ms. Helen Arthur, added that the types of organizations that will receive recognition should be grounded in policy systems and environmental type work so that it is sustainable and be more impactful to the community in which they serve.  There will be four domain areas that will be put into practice when they finalize all the criteria categories surrounding what the recognition will encompass.  She also mentioned that they are still looking to build upon the Advisory Committee. If there are organizations in the private sector that are interested and need to be at the meeting, they can reach out to Ms. Arthur or Lt. Governor.  Dr. Rattay mentioned that this is an opportunity to highlight some great examples of good things that are happening in the state.  She also mentioned that public housing has gone smoke free. Lt. Governor Hall-Long stated that a member from public housing should be on the Advisory Council.  Ms. Nicole Pickles, Cancer Support Community said that they work with public housing and that the staff are asking for health promotion programs for residents.


  Presentation on Tobacco Prevention Social Marketing – ABC Creative Intelligence (AB&C)

Mr. Mike Cordrey, AB&C gave a presentation on key tobacco prevention social marketing campaigns. Current campaigns including Quitline, cigars, vaping and secondhand smoke are running to increase education around tobacco prevention. He also discussed addressing disparities by formulating messages to target priority populations including LGBT (lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender) and those with mental health conditions.

Sharing

Ms. Deborah Brown let the committee know that the American Lung Association is completing work through a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation related to mental health and public housing in another state.  This grant started around three months ago. They are hoping that they will start seeing some data and best practices that can be applied in Delaware.
