Review of Previous Meeting Minutes



Chair Lt. Governor Bethany Hall-Long called the meeting to order at 10:00 am.  Minutes from the January 8, 2018 meeting were approved with no revisions.
Old & New Business





Dr. Patricia Hoge announced that she was resigning from the Delaware Cancer Consortium because she relocated to North Carolina.



Lt. Governor’s Challenge Update
Lt. Governor Bethany Hall-Long spoke about the Lt. Governor’s Challenge.  It revolved around physical activity.  It will be re-launched and expanded to include emotional health, psychological well-being, the whole person, behavioral health crisis and issues in our state along with the youth suicide and the opioid epidemic.  The Challenge will launch sometime in May. The Lt. Governor Hall-Long stated that the Cancer Consortium is a critical piece regarding prevention and working with people who are in vulnerable populations. At the next committee meeting in July, there will be more updates on the Challenge.

Helen Arthur, Division of Public Health (DPH) elaborated on the Lt. Governor’s Challenge and mentioned that they are looking to be a little broader as far as holistic approaches to health and healthy lifestyles, mental health and wellness and behavioral health.  Ms. Arthur mentioned that she has been getting feedback from the stakeholders.  Laura Saperstein, DPH stated that they are in the process of branding the Lt. Governor’s Challenge. In terms of looking at this holistically, they are not trying to award the individual.  With this Challenge, they are looking at awarding those that make the community healthy.  They are taking the policy systems environment approach and will look at the people, organizations, worksites, faith based organizations, etc. They are also looking at the healthy neighborhood work that is currently going on to align all those initiatives together. The goal is to expose and award people that really make their communities healthy.  Lt. Governor Hall-Long mentioned as they progress, they may end up having a system where the school or educator can give out a certificate to their kids to award them for their efforts.  As the challenge progresses, eventually there may be a website where they can be linked to print an award for efforts so it does not fall on DPH.  

Policy Updates
Jeannie Chiquoine, American Cancer Society, mentioned that they are working with the American Lung Association (ALA) and the American Heart Association to pass a law that will raise the age to 21 for the purchase tobacco of products in 2019. Senator Townsend will be their key sponsor starting in January 2019.  Lobby Day will be next Wednesday, April18th at Legislative Hall, which will include the Heart, Lung and Cancer Associations.  On this day, they have several appointments set up with legislators as well as a meeting with the Governor.  ALA will have the Kick Butts Generation there as well.  New Jersey and DC already have bills that have passed.  There are bills in the works in Pennsylvania as well as Maryland.  

Jeannie Chiquoine mentioned that there are some federal regulations in the works at the Food and Drug Administration (FDA).  They are trying to reduce nicotine levels, which will have a dramatic impact on public health.  At this time, FDA is taking comments for proposed regulations. The FDA also plans to assess the role of flavorings in tobacco initiation.  Menthol and all other tobacco artificial flavorings will be reviewed.  These are the two big things to be made aware of that will make a huge impact on tobacco control movement if they pass. Ms. Chiquoine also mentioned that tobacco control funding needs to be raised back to over the fifty percent of CDC’s recommended minimum funding level.  

Michelle Williams, Office of Smoking and Health, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), pointed out that CDC is not only about funding, but partnership with the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program.  She spoke about the Office of Smoke and Health and gave a brief overview of what her office does including providing technical assistance and subject matter expertise.

Fred Breukelman, DPH gave a presentation regarding the 2017 Behavior Risk Factor Survey (BRFS) and Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS). The BRFS 2017 data is only preliminary at this point and not for public release. He presented data on tobacco prevention, physical activity and obesity and screening. He is hoping to have final data by the end of next month (May 2018).  It will be posted on the DPH website along with an update of this presentation.
