Meeting minutes for January were approved 

At the beginning of our meeting we joined the Disparities committee to attend a presentation by Dr. Rattay.  Dr. Rattay’s presented to the Committee how Division of Public Health (DPH) is planning to make a healthier Delaware.  Dr. Rattay’s presentation on Planning our Way to Healthier Delawareans focused on several aspects relating to targeting certain areas.   The presentation included: 

· Definition of what DPH does
· Overview of Health care spending and outcomes in the US  Explanation of Individual versus population health 
· Division of Public Health (DPH) strategic direction – promote healthy lifestyles; improve access to quality and safe healthcare; achieve equity; and improve performance

Policy Updates
Other tobacco products bill is still there with potential of a new bill being worked on.  There is a possibly of a bill being worked on to raise the smoking age of purchase to the age of 21.  Also if a child has asthma and the parent mentions to the physician that they smoke, parents may need to go through a cessation program.  There may be a possibility for a new legislation.  Hopefully there will be a bill in the next two or three weeks.  Sponsors have been located from both Houses.  
Medicaid has located Lisa Moore, Division of Public Health Tobacco Prevention and Control Program, on ways to reimburse people on Medicaid who call the Quitline.  
Tobacco Master Settlement Agreement - Governor’s Recommended Budget 
Tobacco Prevention and community based organizations will received $1.8 million from the DPH application, which is the same as last year.  The Cancer Council recommendations will receive 13.8 million, which we will be receiving some of from the goals of this committee.  The amount received will be roughly around 2 million.  The youth and community outreach, cessation, youth surveys and social marketing comes out of these funds as well as PANO, some cancer screening, the mammography van.  The request that was made and what the Health Fund Advisory committee recommended is about 1.2 million apart from each other.  
Fred mentioned that the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program also had ARRA funding which ended the beginning of February.  The Health Communities funding we received from CDC ended in March.  This means that although we are to receive level funding from the DHFAC, DPH will not have the same amount of available funds from all sources.  The committee’s philosophy, which was in Dr. Rattay’s presentation, is that we do not want to cut youth prevention programs or community outreach.  

CHPDP (Governors’ Council on Health Promotion and Disease Prevention) Update

The Governor has accepted the recommendations of the committee and has asked the Council to continue and to bring to him in a short period of time some things that can be done that will be “quick wins”.  By the next meeting (of April 10th), the four committees of the Council will be ready to present a couple of ideas.  The four committees are; support integrated consistent care/increase access to coverage for prevention & care, develop policy and funding/evaluate effective outcomes, create environment that supports health choices/ make healthy foods available/ focus on schools and educate for health/take a whole person approach/build individual capacity to achieve a healthy lifestyle.  The Governor has asked Dr. Hassink, Chair of CHPDP, to bring him some suggested models of community programs that can be used as “pilot projects”. 
CTG (Community Transformation Grant) Update

Fred mentioned that Delaware was not awarded funding for either of the two applications submitted..
DE HEAL Update
March 22nd is the Fourth Annual HEAL Summit. The time is 8:00 am till 3:00 pm.  Approximately 106 people registered to attend with expectancy of 120.  The theme is Impacting Obesity through Environmental Policy Changes.  The keynote speaker is Carlton Ealey, who is a member of the American Planning Association.  He also works for the EPA in Washington DC. 
The DE HEAL worksite setting is beginning a wellness initiative.  There is a survey that was released Friday, March 16th for Delaware employers.  The purpose of the survey is to try and develop a worksite wellness on line toolkit that will be available for Delaware employers.  There will be two phases, Phase I is gathering information and a strategic planning process will give an idea of what the on line toolkit will look like and Phase II is implementation and being able to develop a manual and hard copy.
