Champions of Change Pledge Cards that Contributed to Screening

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed Champions of Change program activity for screenings performed and valid pledge cards received April through November 2006. Dr. Stephen Grubbs requested Ms. Olshefsky present this data quarterly.
Scope of Services by Site – Review of Nurse Navigator Answers to Questions Proposed by Nora
Ms. Nora Katurakes sent Colorectal Care Navigators job related questions to answer and return. Their responses will be compiled to help develop a scope of services for each site. 


Tailored Navigation Training for Nurse Navigators

The Colorectal Committee previously agreed that tailored navigation training be available to Delaware’s Colorectal Cancer Care Navigators. This training would provide innovative strategies for communicating and maximizing effective colorectal screening communication through message tailoring and innovative strategies for communicating colorectal cancer information to diverse populations. Ms. Nora Katurakes informed the group that Dr. Ronald Myers sent her information to review. She reviewed a script that she feels could be helpful to the navigators. Dr. Stephen Grubbs mentioned his interest in possibly utilizing scripts in the future for prostate, colon, breast and cervical cancer endeavors. Ms. Katurakes will contact Dr. Myers regarding other similar scripts to possibly share with us. It was also mentioned that Pfizer might have similar script information available regarding breast cancer. Ms. Katurakes will investigate and report her findings back to the Committee. 

Coverage through SFL of Individuals Over 65+ for CRC Services

Previous discussion was held regarding Screening for Life not covering colon testing for clients over 65 years of age. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky is in the process of looking into this maximum cut off age for screening coverage and potential barriers. She will report her findings at the next Committee meeting. 

Year 3 Accomplishment Document Review
Ms. Donna Marie King distributed copies of Colorectal Committee’s Draft Year 3 Accomplishments; the group reviewed them and gave Ms. King suggested revisions. Ms. King will make suggested revisions and have the accomplishments printed accordingly. 

Review/Discussion of Purple Book Ideas (New Plan, 2007-2011)

Members discussed goals/objectives planned to be included in the “Purple Book”.  During the February Colorectal Committee meeting, members will have an opportunity to review drafted “Purple Book” 2007-2011 goals/objectives. 


Legislative Letter & Advocacy

It has been reported that Delaware’s rate of improvement for cancer mortality has jumped significantly. In July’s Colorectal Committee meeting, Dr. Stephen Grubbs previously suggested that a special flyer listing specific points of what has been done be given to the House and Senate legislators. Ms. Donna-Marie King, Aloysius Butler & Clark, distributed two sample letters that are scheduled to be mailed in the near future.  Dr. Grubbs suggested that the letters be sent just prior to a legislative event Representative Bethany Hall-Long, Provide Information Chair, has agreed to lead. Aloysius Butler & Clark agreed to take this event into consideration in timing the release of the letters.

CRC Provider Targeted Media Campaign

Ms. Donna-Marie King, Mr. Michael Cordrey, Ms. Samantha Raftovich and Ms. Celia Bloom from Aloysius Butler & Clark presented and distributed copies of their public relations plan recommended to be put into effect congruent with Colon Cancer Awareness Month. They also distributed copies of a Division of Public Health/Cancer Media Flowchart. The recommended plan’s overall objective is to, “increase outreach efforts during national CRC Awareness Month.”  The specific objective is to, “raise the awareness level about CRC and the importance of screening” and to “increase the number of Delawareans, age 50 or older or at a high risk, who get screened.”  There are planned to be three main areas of concentration: 1) Get Tested  2) Screening for Life  3) Delaware Cancer Treatment Program.  Committee members gave the following feedback to Aloysius Butler & Clark:

have physicians interviewed by local radio stations (2 physicians interviewed simultaneously)

-
have Colorectal Care Navigators help in the distribution of information to Human Resources directors at facilities

-
target athletic directors along with other teachers

-
work with the Health Planning Council to possibly have media information introduced to the Council (Ms. Nora Katurakes agreed to 

help forward information to the Council.)

-
have three teaching tools available electronically in order to forward to those requesting further information

-
create a smaller mailing piece that could be mailed to professionals requesting information

-
have Colorectal Care Navigators help with follow through (contacting individuals about colon testing, scheduling testing, etc.)

-
contact nurse practitioners for their involvement

Review of Cancer Screening Data

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed 2004 Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance (BRFS) State data that included the following:


- Male Respondents aged 40+ that have not had a PSA Test in the Past 2 Years

- Women Respondents Aged 40+ that have not had a Mammogram in the Past 2 Years

- Women Respondents Aged 18+ that have not had a PAP test in the Past 3 Years

Committee members reviewed data results for the above listed BRFS reports.  

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky also distributed a graph entitled “Women 40+ with Mammogram in past 2 Years: 2004”. Ms. Olshefsky suggested that screening information be targeted to high-risk groups in specific zip codes, and the group agreed. Ms. Nora Katurakes asked whether Ms. Olshefsky could include Hispanic specific data. Ms. Olshefsky is working with Ms. Marj Shannon, Division of Public Health, to include Hispanic data for review by Colorectal Committee members. 
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed cervical cancer incidence and mortality rates for the years of 1980-2003.  The graphs distributed show five-year average age-adjusted cervical cancer incidence and mortality rates in the United States and Delaware and Delaware by race.

Ms. Olshefsky also distributed two bar charts showing breast, colorectal, lung/bronchus and prostate cancer rates and how these mortality and incident rates compare between African Americans with whites by age. 

Update: Colon, Prostate, Cervical and Breast Cancer Subcommittees
The following updates regarding the Early Detection and Prevention subcommittees were reported:

Prostate: Ms. Nora Katurakes is working with Dr. Karoly Horvath to identify possible subcommittee members.

Colon: Dr. David Bercaw and Ms. Paula Hess plan to identify potential subcommittee members. Ms. Hess will also contact Dr.

Cervical: Ms. Alisa Olshefsky is working with Dr. Janice Tildon-Burton to identify a possible Sussex County physician to include on 

the cervical subcommittee.

Dr. Stephen Grubbs suggested, and the group agreed, that the Early Detection and Prevention subcommittees be long term or permanent working groups. The group will discuss further Early Detection and Prevention subcommittee details during the next Colorectal Committee meeting.
