Evaluation Plan

Dr. James Gill presented a suggestion to possibly include a colorectal survey to obtain baseline information on colorectal screening attitudes, knowledge, and beliefs within a survey process already in effect in Delaware through the Delaware Health Care Commission’s Community Health Care Access program. This would be very cost effective compared to the Committee rolling out a separate survey program. The Committee agreed with this suggestion. Follow up will be made with DHCC representatives to discuss this proposed process.  Dr. Gill mentioned the possibility of using BRFSS to give out a colorectal survey in their "off" year that BRFSS does not give out their own survey. He will also contact other local groups with this proposal.

Cancer Screening & Advocacy Program Presentation
Dr. Stephen Grubbs will give his Colorectal Cancer Screening & Advocacy Program presentation to the Delaware Healthcare Association (DEHA) March 18, 2004 and to the Medical Society on March 24, 2004.
Dr. Grubbs handed Colorectal and Disparities Committee Members updated copies of his Colorectal Cancer Screening & Advocacy Program PowerPoint presentation. His PowerPoint slides now include the universal colon cancer symbol, updated 2002 CRC screening information, a slide showing recent trends, and a slide to include Delaware elected officials involved with DCC. 
Colorectal Cancer Screening Advocate/Care Coordinator job description copies will be distributed at Dr. Grubb’s colorectal presentation. Committee members discussed the importance of assuring Coordinators have community team/group help and that Coordinators aren’t left to “fend for themselves”. Committee members agreed to adjust the Coordinator’s job description to make this point more clear. Dr. Grubbs will notify Ginger Jensen, Management Concepts, Inc. with adjustments.
Dr. Grubbs reminded members that the current job description will ultimately be split to include two employees. This will help with the burden of community outreach.
Budget

Committee members reviewed budget recommendations and focused on the proposal made for future marketing campaigns.  Dr. Grubbs asked Kathleen Russell about the possibility of funds being cut if the current year’s funds weren’t depleted. Kathleen Russell explained that normally the funds are reverted if not spent. 
Marketing Sub Group Meeting
Nora Katurakes reported on the March 11, 2004 sub marketing group meeting held at the Delaware Breast Cancer Coalition office in Wilmington.  Members discussed different levels of campaigning, barriers and target groups. 
Lt. Governor John Carney asked what organization was currently running the colorectal screening radio ads. Committee members weren’t sure but thought that the current radio ads running were being run through the Screening for Life program.
Committee members discussed the importance of having employers involved in the Colorectal Program. It’s essential that employers understand their employees may need to take time off from work to have colorectal testing completed.  One suggestion was to identify employers who have to approve a worker's time off for the screening procedures. Groups already doing screening, such as the DPH State Service Centers, could be brought on board as active participants.   It was also suggested that Consortium members and advocates do face-to-face presentations for these identified employers.
