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JONAS BROTHERS / Latitude 45 Catering Advance 


PRE-SHOP
· Please forward the name, phone number and email of the pre-shop runner
· Please rent a cargo van for the runner to use for both the pre-shop day and show day
· Please have the pre-shop runner call and verbally discuss the pre-shop list both before and after its completion
· Please have adequate REFRIGERATION onsite for chilled pre-shop items (3 x 2 door REFRIGERATORS with 8 shelves in each is a minimum)
· The pre-shop goods, including those under refrigeration, must be accessible at 5:00 am day of show
· The runner for the pre-shop will require a $8,000.00 cash advance from the building the day prior to the show

LOCAL LABOR CALL
· All catering Local Labor to be hired and paid by the venue/show promoter. This is a show cost.
· Pre shop day: ONE (1) Experienced Runner &  ONE (1) helper in supplied van.
· Day Of Show: Three (3) Experienced Runners in supplied van & Two Personal Vehicles
· FIVE (5) Catering Assistants for the exclusive use of Latitude 45 Catering .
· The Runner must be at least 21 years old and aware that a lot of lifting is involved in this job
· Typical start times day of show, for 4 assistants, and two runners (Personal cars) is 6:00 am. The third runner (Van) and fifth Helper should start at 8am. Please verbally confirm this with our crew chief during your phone advance.
· The runners require a cell phone (very important) and a good knowledge of the area.
· Please make sure the runners are aware that when they are not running, they will be helping out with other catering duties at the venue (dishwashing excluded)
· Typical wrap times on day of show are 10:00 pm for Catering Assistants and for Runners. (12am for Van Runner and fifth Helper)
· All Catering Assistants provided will be for the sole use of Latitude 45 catering. Duties to include but not restricted to: dishwashing, food prep, dining room maintenance and serving, beverage stocking & bus stock help. Please ensure they are aware there will be dishwashing involved. 
· Please forward us the names, phone numbers and email addresses for our  Runners and Catering Assistants as soon as they are booked.

KITCHEN POWER REQUIREMENTS

ONE (1) separate 200 AMP 3Ø 120/208 VAC 5 wire service within 100 feet of the kitchen area, at no cost to Latitude 45 Catering. We carry bare end tails or cam locks, 125 ft of feeder and our own distro. We will require the house electrician to tie our power in at 6:00 am
See Crew Chief for tails.

KITCHEN REQUIREMENTS.
· We require a suitable space for a kitchen: a minimum of 40 ft x 20 ft, level, well lit and ventilated. 
· If catering is outside, you must please provide a tent with sides and lighting, air conditioning or large fans. Next to, or close to, the dining room is best. (AT NO COST TO LATITUDE 45 CATERING)
· We require a suitable Dishwashing Area for doing dishes all day (not shared please)
· TWENTY (20) 8 ft banquet tables in the kitchen area BEFORE catering load in (in a neat stack will be fine)
· SIX (6) large heavy duty trash cans and suitable recycling and compost bins  (no cardboard bins please)  These will need to be emptied regularly throughout the day please.
· If required by your fire marshal, please supply one (1) K-Class Fire Extinguisher in the kitchen area before catering load in with the pre-shop. 

CATERING VEHICLE
· We travel independently from the tour and carry a 16’ trailer behind our Bandwagon (living quarters). This trailer contains all our kitchen and catering gear which unloads and sets up inside the venue. THIS IS NOT A KITCHEN TRUCK. It will be unloaded and parked as close to the catering area as possible. There is no need for any utilities associated with a regular kitchen trailer. 
· If 50 amp shore power connection is available within 60 feet, please provide. 
· We do not need a labor call to unload the gear before load-in. Only the electrician to tie our power in. (As mentioned above) 
· In most cases, we will arrive a few hours before the rest of the tour (typically 5:00 am) or even the day before if your show is on a Thursday.

DINING ROOM REQUIREMENTS
Please ensure that the dining room area being used by the tour suitably spaced seating arrangements to allow for 60 diners at once.
· The dining room needs to be in a well covered and lit area. 
· Please provide suitable fans, etc, as needed. 
· If outside, you must please provide a tent with sides, lighting and air conditioning. Also flooring is to be provided within the tent to protect against water. No Dirt/Grass floors.
· TABLES & CHAIRS: 
TEN (10) x 8 FT banquet tables for our buffet 
EIGHTY (80) chairs for dining 
TEN (10) x 8 FT banquet tables or 60 inch round tables for dining 
1 x 2-door Drinks Refrigerator WITH SHELVES please  
· POWER:
SIX (6) separate 20 amp 110 volt circuits
Adequate lighting
· Any gratis ambience is greatly appreciated

ICE
Preferably, unlimited access to an ice machine we can use free of charge anywhere in the venue. ONLY If one is not available please get:
SEVEN-HUNDRED (700) pounds of 20 pound bags located in an ice merchandizer directly beside catering kitchen, available for use at load in

TRASH AND RECYCLING
· KITCHEN: Six (6) large clean trash cans (lined) and 3 sets of recycling and composting bins 
· DINING ROOM: Four (4) large trash cans, 2 sets of recycling and composting bins 

These will all need to be emptied as requested throughout the day.



SHOPPING 
The runner must know where to find:
· A good supermarket within 10 minutes drive
· A Fluff n Fold Laundry

· A Specialty Whole food Market (organic foods etc)
· A high-end liquor store 
· A restaurant supply store
· A Sam’s Club or Costco or similar

ON THE MORNING OF THE SHOW AT THE BEGINNING OF LOAD IN, THE RUNNER AND Our Crew Chief WILL BE GOING SHOPPING TOGETHER AT THE SUPERMARKET. Please inform the supermarket MANAGER of our needs at least 5 days prior to arrival and then again the night before 
· Get the name and contact phone number of the supermarket contact
· Please inform the supermarket we will be shopping at the following requirements prior to arrival. This needs to include: 
· A designated cashier and packer for 1 hour (approx 30 minutes after the designated start time of load in)
· 20 empty Banana boxes with lids for packing Groceries into (THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT!!!!)  Please have these Banana Boxes at the market and not the venue! 

FEES 
Latitude 45 Catering is not responsible for any “buy out fees” or rentals. These are show costs. Rental equipment and any other “EXTRA “requirements MUST BE DISCUSSED AND SETTLED ON WITH the tour accountant AND will be settled during settlement. 
ALL Catering expenses should be discussed prior with the tour accountant AND CATERING CREW CHIEF if changes to this rider are required.


SECURITY GUARD
We require a dining room security guard from 7:00 am to 9:00 pm on show day. 

VEHICLES & PARKING
We require:
· Parking as close as possible to the kitchen area for the catering RUNNER.
· Parking and load in and out access for our Bandwagon and trailer.  (Bandwagon will load out catering gear during the Headliner set time)
