Welcome of New Committee Member(s) /of Staff Introductions:
Dr. Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to order and members introduced themselves.
D. Mark Baumel attended via telephone.

Review of Previous Meeting’s Minutes:
The announcement of Lisa Henry’s last official meeting with ED&P. Ms. Henry will continue to attend the Cancer Consortium meetings as the public health specialist assigned to the Disparities Committee. The group noted that they were very pleased to have work with her and she will be missed.

Dr. Grubbs distributed an article from the New York Times newspaper about Colorectal Screening mortality rates. The article mentioned that the rate is dropping for the African American and Caucasian populations in the US. The article concluded that increased screenings needed to be provided to African Americans and more treatment for stage three diseases is needed. 

Mr. Alan Friedland of Christiana Care Health System was introduced to the committee members via telephone. Mr. Alan presented a proposed study for increasing colorectal cancer screening in the Adult Medicine clinic at Wilmington Hospital. This program is called the Colorectal Assistance Program for Screening. The goal of the project is to get adult patients screened for colorectal cancer. Dr. Friedland discussed the proposed study with the group and the committee provided feedback.  The Committee asked Dr. Friedland to provide the final study proposal when complete.

Cancer Screening Nurse Database:
Ms. Henry stated that the cancer program at DPH is working with hospital nurse navigators to discuss their interests in new proprietary database called NavOncology.   The Committee will be updated on this at a future meeting.   

Prostate Cancer Brochure:
Ms. Henry reviewed the American Cancer Society brochure with the group. The brochure was passed around the table. The committee agreed that the brochure should be customized to Delaware and include information such as: African American males should start Prostate Screening at age 40 (instead of 45) and to include risk factors such as the BRCA gene. The DCC logo will also be added. 


Updates:
Ms. Henry announced that the Center for Disease Control and Prevention proposed partnership with the AGA (American Gastroenterology Association) for free colorectal screenings in March will not occur in Delaware as there are no participating AGA members to volunteering in Delaware.

The 2012 Meeting schedule was emailed out to All DCC Committee Members. If not received, this will be emailed out again.

The Cancer Consortium Retreat will be held on February 20, 2012 in Dover, DE at the Sheraton Hotel. All who wishes to attend, the Registration form is online
