May 17, 2004 Colorectal Committee minutes were reviewed and approved without changes.


Colorectal Screening Program Presentations Update – Dr. Grubbs

Dr. Stephen Grubbs, Colorectal Committee Chairperson, gave a colorectal screening program update. He reported that all targeted hospitals have been presented with the colorectal screening program presentation. The next step is to target physicians who perform endoscopies. After presentations are given to targeted physicians, industry employers need to be educated on the benefits of allowing employees to have the day off to complete testing. Aloysius Butler & Clark (AB&C) will promote the program to employers and groups that may be able to get the word out to employers. AB&C will accomplish this through printed materials, “Champions for Change” kits, commercials and other marketing techniques. The Committee discussed other ways to promote the screening program which included:

· working with local Chamber of Commerce offices
· inviting an industry member to future Colorectal Committee meetings
· creating a sub committee to work on promoting the program
Evaluation Methodology Update – Dr. Gill & Dr. Myer

Dr. Ron Myers, Division of Behavioral Epidemiology, Department of Medicine at Thomas Jefferson University Hospital, joined the Colorectal Committee meeting via video teleconference. Dr. Ron Myers and his group have been working on developing interventions to increase screening for colorectal and prostate cancers. Due to Dr. James Gill’s unavailability at the May 17, 2004 meeting, Ms. Kathleen Russell distributed his evaluation methodology update and forwarded the Committee’s suggestions and comments to Dr. James Gill.  Discussion was held regarding these suggestions and comments.
1.  BRFSS - to address the current deficiency of our CRC data, can the questions be directed to distinguish between colonoscopies that were for screening purposes and those that were for diagnostic studies?  For example, can there be lead questions such as:
· Did you have symptoms?  
· Do you have a family history?
The Committee held discussion on whether questioning symptoms was needed for a state-wide survey.
A possible more specific question to ask would be “Do you have a family history of colon cancer?”
2.  CHAP - 
· The request was made to add a question similar to "Do you have a family history of colorectal cancer?" 

· Questions 6 -8.  Need to differentiate between sigmoidoscopy (short scope = yes/no) and colonoscopy (long scope = yes/no, sedated = yes/no). 

· And was the sigmoidoscopy or the colonoscopy for screening or diagnostic purposes?
Committee members discussed that differentiating between sigmoidoscopy and colonoscopy would be cumbersome. Individuals most likely would not know which test they had and the survey would have to differentiate between the two. Dr. Gill suggested that the Committee hold off on adding this question to the CHAP survey. Dr. Gill will discuss this issue further with Dr. Myers at a later time.
3.  Medicare/QID
· Dr. Stephen Grubbs asked Dr. Ed Sobel to investigate whether the QRO would be interested in conducting a longitudinal study to match the age to colonoscopy charge (coding for screening and for diagnostic colonoscopies) / Part B data
The QID is very interested in conducting a longitudinal study to match the age to colonoscopy charge.
Dr. James Gill informed Committee members that the evaluation’s final proposal is targeted for November 2004.
Marketing Presentation/Update – A B & C

Mike Cordrey from Aloysius Butler & Clark (AB&C) presented the Committee with examples of printed materials, a “Champions for Change” kit, a commercial and other marketing materials that will be used to promote the colorectal screening program. AB&C is awaiting final approval from Division of Public Health before presenting materials to the public.

Colorectal Care Coordinator/Advocate Job Training Materials – Nora Katurakes and Kathleen Russell
Ms. Kathleen Russell presented Committee members with copies of the “Program Implementation Guide” for review and comment. The guide will be placed in 3-ring binders and given to Care Coordinators and Advocates. Committee members gave suggestions for changes to the guide and will give any further changes to Ms. Russell for consideration.
C-Change Article – Victoria Cooke

Ms. Victoria Cooke shared copies of an article from Coping with Cancer regarding C-Change, “. . .the first group to bring together the public, private and nonprofit sector to address cancer as a societal problem . . .” Ms. Cooke brought the article in hopes that it might help the Colorectal Committee in their efforts to reach industry employers who need to be educated on the benefits of allowing employees to have the day off to complete testing. Ms. Cooke will contact C-Change contacts for further information and report her findings back to the Committee at a future meeting.
Colorectal Advocate Job Description – Nora Katurakes
Ms. Nora Katurakes notified Committee members that the colorectal advocate job description was approved by one hospital with only a couple of minor changes.
