Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Elaine Goodman, Administrative Assistant from the Tobacco Prevention and Control Program, was introduced to the committee as Administrative Support.  Marianne Carter was assigned the role as acting chair by Patricia Hoge for this meeting.
Policy Updates
FDA Regulation of Tobacco
The draft regulation came out of energy commerce committee with favorable vote 39/13.  On Tuesday, (March 10, 2009) the oversight and government reform committee was scheduled to review the regulation, but was pushed back the following week.  The oversight and government reform committee is now scheduled to review the bill on Tuesday, March 17, 2009.  Senator Castle signed on in support.   Senator Kennedy wants to move forward this year.  The President supports FDA regulation of tobacco.
Federal Excise Tax on Tobacco
The Federal excise taxi increase of 61.66¢ goes into effect April 1, 2009.  This will bring the total Federal excise tax on a pack of cigarettes to $1.01.  The excise tax will help reduce smoking and cigarette consumption which will lead to a loss in revenue to states from decreased sales.  The projected revenue lost for Delaware is estimated at about 16 million dollars.   Delaware would have to increase the state excise tax by 32¢ just to maintain current revenue levels. 
The Delaware Cancer Consortium voted to support an 85¢ increase in the state tobacco excise tax.  [NOTE:  Governor Markell recently proposed an increase of 45¢]
Menu Labeling
A  Delaware bill has been written and reviewed by attorney.  Advocates are still looking for sponsors. Senator Bethany Hall-Long, Senator Sokola has agreed to get on board.  Many legislatures applaud the effort, but do not want to take it on because they recognize the strength of the Delaware Restaurant Association Lobby and it will be controversial.  
Senator Carper recently introduced his LEAN Act which is a federal bill that is considered weak by health advocates contains loopholes and pre-emption.  The LEAN Act is supported by the Restaurant Association.
New State RFPs

Three Requests for Proposals (RFP) have been issued by DPH which are of interest to this committee.  Two from the tobacco prevention program: community outreach and youth prevention.  Pre bid meetings were held on March 4, 2009.  The proposals are due April 9, 2009.  Review team will review proposals and vendors will be selected.  
The other RFP is physical activity promotion.  The pre bid meeting was held on January 27, 2009.  Review team will meet at end of this week to review proposals and a vendor will be selected.  
Advocacy Updates

Report regarding Delaware was handed out from Trust for America’s Health titled Short Changing Americas Health.  The report ranks states on a variety of health indicators and shows how federal funded health dollars are spent in each state.  The full report can be found at  http://healthyamericans.org/report/61/shortchanging09
A draft bill to regulate the use of tanning beds has been written.  The draft states minors sixteen and under must have parental consent (face to face) before using tanning beds.   There are some interested sponsors. 
Schools currently have sunscreen listed as a medication.  Efforts are underway to have that removed from a list of medications so students can be provided with sunscreen.

Deb Brown is working on a “one-pager” to provide to key stakeholders to support maintaining funding for tobacco prevention efforts.  The “one-pager” contains information on the progress that has been made in Delaware as well as the economic and social costs of tobacco use in Delaware.
Other
Fred Gatto passed out an application for BITE – Balancing Intake and Expenditure application due April 1, 2009.  Three mini grants for $3,000 to test out planning software.  
Fred Gatto passed out draft Purple Book year one accomplishments for edits.  There were some changes and concerns raised.  Fred will talk with Lisa Henry regarding the edits /suggestions that were made.
The changes include:

PAGE 20:  

· OK with the picture and info for a person who used the quitline to be inserted

· OK with re-using the lung cancer mortality rates

PAGE 21

· Do not use the "DE & US trends in HS current smoking" cart.  It was recently discovered that the numbers for the US in 1999 are probably not correct.  

· Bullet #5:  Change to reflect that Bethany Beach passed an ordinance to begin implementation in the 2008 summer season.

· Bullet #6:

· Second sentence is redundant. 

· Make the 3rd sentence a separate bullet with the following changes:  "A planning meeting was held in June 2008 to form a coalition to address physical activity, nutrition and obesity prevention and to develop a state plan.

· Last bullet (#7):  Delete.  It is now addressed in the new bullet #6.

Questions to be addressed include:

· Is there going to be a definition of "Done" for the readers to understand that "done" doesn't mean we are ?
· If we worked on actions that were year 2, 3 or 4 why couldn't we put a "Done" stamp on it?  [NOTE it was determined later that we can put “Done” on any that you want to do even if they are from year 2, 3 and 4.  

· There were concerns that if we put "Done" by an action that didn't have $ in year 1 then we didn't need future funds to do it.
