Review of Year Two Update
Work continued of the report of accomplishments from year two.  The following suggestions were recommended: 

Goal #1   At minimum, fund comprehensive statewide tobacco control activities at $8.6 million (CDC recommended minimum:  

· Task 1:  Add language to reflect increase funding to due population and inflation. New figure could be between $9 and 10 million.)

· Task 2: Add ACS, ALA, and AHA to responsible party

· Task 3:  Delaware is one of 3 states to exceed CDC minimum recommendations.

· Task 4:  Same as last year

· Task 5:  Delaware is one of 3 states to exceed CDC minimum recommendations.

Goal #2   Strengthen, expand, and enforce Delaware’s Clean Indoor Air Act to include public places and workspace environments: 

· Task 1:  Target disparate populations.  Use new scientific data in education and marketing.

· Task 2:  Calls to report violations continue.  Enforcement activities continue
Goal #3   Strongly endorse, coordinate, and implement the action plan recommendations presented in “A Plan for a Tobacco-Free Delaware.

· Tasks 1-3:  Continuing.  Tobacco plan is being updated.

Goal #4   Formally adopt, implement and enforce the CDC model policy fro tobacco control in all Delaware schools.

· Addressed as year one accomplishment

Goal #5   Expand and sustain a comprehensive public awareness campaign on the health risks of tobacco use and support resources available to help quit smoking:

· Task #1: Target priority and disparate populations

· Task #2:  Continuing

· Task #3: Coordinated marketing strategies continue.

· Task #4: Quitline services expanded.  Target priority populations

Goal #6   Change language of goal to “Increase the Delaware excise tax on tobacco products to be comparable to bordering states and seek to identify other potential funding sources to support tobacco and cancer control efforts.”

· Task #1:  Increase excise tax to $1.00.  Provide excise tax info on bordering states.

· Task# 2-3:  Continuing.


DCC Advisory Council Retreat June 20th
