Committee members approved the July 21, 2008 Tobacco Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Patricia Hoge, Chief Mission Officer for the American Cancer Society and the Tobacco & Other Risk Factors Committee Chair, welcomed everyone. Then all members were asked to introduce themselves.  Dr. Rajasekaran, the Director of the Nemours Center for Childhood Research was introduced as a new member of the committee.  
Membership Application

All members who did not previously fill out an application were asked to take a few minutes to fill out a new membership application form to ensure that the contact information and other data were current.

Policy Updates
· FDA Regulation of Tobacco Products:  Jeanne Chiquoine informed the committee that H.R. 1108 was passed by the house and was vote by the Senate.   [Note: H.R. 1108 is the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act legislation that will give the FDA the authority to regulate the manufacture and marketing of tobacco products]

· Bethany Beach:  The ordinance passed 6/1 to enforce smoking bans at parks, playgrounds, bandstand and boardwalk in addition to the beach. The ordinance implementation is from May (Memorial Day Weekend) to September (Labor Day Weekend).  However, with the summer storms and beach erosion, it was unclear as to how the ordinance was being enforced on the beach. The ordinance did take effect at parks, bandstand and playgrounds. It appears the signage for the ordinance was sporadic at best. Some individuals said they saw signs and others say they did not.  A call to the Bethany Beach Town Council will be made again.  (Deb Brown and Jerry Valentine, IMPACT Coalition Chair, have been trying to get more concrete answers but no one is responding). 

· State and National Elections:  Jack Markell won the Democratic primary and Bill Lee won the Republican primary.  Markell supports cancer efforts but it was not known what Lee’s position is.  [NOTE: Jack Markell won the Governor’s race since the last meeting]  Once a new state administration takes place there will be new appointments to both the Delaware Cancer Consortium and the Delaware Health Fund Advisory committee.
· Menu Labeling: Marianne Carter is looking into the concept of menu labeling for fast food and chain restaurants in Delaware similar to what is happening in New York.  Restaurant chains would be required to list certain information on menus and menu boards to help consumers make a healthier choice.  Marianne met with the Delaware Restaurant Association ands they would come out against a state bill.  Their position is that there will be a Federal bill introduced that they feel will address the issue. Sen. Carper has been approached by the National Restaurant Association to introduce a bill which is felt by many pro-health organizations to be a weak bill.  A conference call was held with Sen. Carper’s aid to express their concerns about a weak bill.  
A handout was provided to compare two versions of menu labeling bills. (See attached) The “Lean Act” is the version that the Restaurant Association wants Sen. Carper to introduce. The “Meal Act” is a version that is what is considered by many a better bill.  
It was felt that talking points on this topic should be prepared to use for letters and emails to build “energy” around the issue.
· UICC:  In August, Patricia attended an international union against cancer conference in Geneva.  She was able to talk to a leading expert in the field of obesity and cancer.  His advise from a strategic perspective was to:
1. Develop a strong coalition with organizations from all areas

2. Increase awareness and public policy
A suggestion was made to gather several organizations together to agree on messaging and pool resources. The organizations suggested should include at a minimum; Christiana Care Health Systems, Nemours, University of Delaware, American Heart Association, American Diabetes Association, and American Cancer Society.
· DHFAC Recommendations:  Bill Bowser submitted an application to the Delaware Health Fund Advisory Committee (DHFAC) for FY2010 funding.  The application was for increased funds per the “Purple Book” year 3 recommendations- which coincide with FY2010.  This includes over $3 million dollars for Physical Activity & Nutrition programs.  [NOTE:  Mr. Bowser made a presentation to the DHFAC on October 23rd  Fred Gatto will provide a presentation to the DHFAC on November 13th]
· It was suggested that someone from Nemours be invited to join the committee.  Invitations have been sent out in the past but we should issue another invitation.  Committee members were asked if they have a person they work with on a regular basis from Nemours to ask them if they or someone would be interested in becoming a member.
Tobacco Social Marketing RFP

· The DPH Tobacco Prevention & Control Program received 13 proposals for their Tobacco Prevention Social Marketing RFP.  AB&C was selected as the vendor.
Updates/Other
· The committee was reminded that the old “5-a-day” logo will be phased out by December 31st and has been replaced by the “Fruits and Veggies-More Matter” campaign.  Michelle Eichinger from DPH is providing training on the campaign and use of the materials.  She can be contacted at 302-744-1011.

· Marianne provided a handout about the Delaware Center for Health Promotion’s “Be Healthy Delaware: Ten Ton Challenge”.  It is a 10 week, 10 behavior challenge running from January 1, 2009- March 24, 2009.  The goal is to have 4,000 participants to loose a combined 10 tons (20,000) over that period.  (see attached)
