Welcome/Review/Approval of Minutes



Acting Chair Dr. James Spellman began the meeting at 8:30 am.  Dr. Nick Petrelli moved to approve the April 19, 2016 minutes as written and Dr. Patricia Hoge seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and minutes were approved.


Old & New Business


DCC Health Fund Application Review
Heather Brown provided a rough draft of the program information and budget sections of the Health Fund application that will be submitted in September.  She advised that it basically mirrored what had been submitted for 2017.  Dr. Petrelli inquired if the DCC would be bound to spend the money in the specific areas or could it be moved around at the discretion of the Advisory Council.  Lisa Henry responded that for the most part the money would have to be spent in those areas unless there was a large surplus in specific areas as the year went on.  Dr. Patricia Hoge stated that the DCC keeps promising to do everything with less money.  She also commented that the Program Information referenced obesity but no money is allocated in the budget for obesity.  Ms. Henry advised that obesity is in the budget and falls under the Tobacco Use & Exposure & Other Risk Factors for Cancer budget line.  The Physical Activity Nutrition and Obesity (PANO) program receives some money from the Federal government but that money usually goes towards education of children.  Dr. Hoge asked what impact the DCC can actually have on each area as the money keeps shrinking.  Secretary Rita Landgraf advised that Public Health is trying to leverage across all populations to have some impact and that the DCC needs to align with opportunities that are presenting themselves.  She added that the DCC needs to leverage limited funding in the most effective way.  After some discussion, Dr. Spellman stated that the DCC keeps trying to manipulate variables instead of getting at the root itself and if that continues the DCC will keep spending money and lose.  He provided an example that data proves physical activity in schools pushes up test scores.  Dr. Petrelli added that we need funding to educate the populace.  He added that it is pretty amazing what the DCC has done with the budget.  

More discussion took place regarding recess and physical activity requirements in the schools.  A suggestion was made to engage a member from the Governor’s Cabinet that includes the Department of Education (DOE) to the DCC Advisory Council.  DCC has effectively worked with DOE before but if they aren’t engaged, it is hard for them to focus.  Secretary Landgraf suggested inviting Secretary Godowsky (DOE) to the October meeting so further discussion can take place regarding the proof that physical activity enhances academic performance and how best to engage the DOE and school districts.

Dr. Stephen Grubbs stated via the phone that it is difficult to change behavior and should the DCC be asking for policy changes or be advocating for such things like requiring HPV vaccines in schools.  He offered to present information from American Society of Clinical Oncology (ASCO) on that subject.  It was mentioned that the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has a very powerful commercial out on the HPV vaccine subject.  In regards to mandating any vaccine, if the decision is to move legislation forward, then the DCC should know the barriers prior to introducing in Delaware and determine if it is in line with CDC.  Secretary Landgraf added she would like to get a clip of the CDC awareness campaign.  Dr. Grubbs said that it may be advocacy time and that he believes 1-2 states currently make the vaccine mandatory.  Dr. Grubbs added that ASCO would be happy to help with advocacy in Delaware and he would like to get the data and look at it.  Dr. Petrelli added that it could be a Pandora’s Box but that it is still a good idea to bring it up as an agenda item with the DOE Secretary at the meeting.  

To close out the discussion related to the FY 18 Health Fund application, Ms. Henry asked the group if the DCC proposed program information and budget for FY18, to be submitted with the Health Fund Application, was approved.  Dr. Petrelli stated to leave the both budget proposal and program information as it is when submitting.  The group agreed. 

Sharing Time
In reference to emails regarding new membership to the DCC, it was brought up whether to have a new member moratorium or not.  The Council does not want to suppress interest and the most recent application for membership was from a doctor specializing in prostate cancer.  General consensus was to approve his membership.

Several comments were made regarding the chances of increasing cigarette tax by $1.00.  Secretary Landgraf agreed with the suggestion made by Dr. Hoge in the last meeting to try to at least get parity across all tobacco products including e-cigarettes.  Dr. Hoge advised that Pennsylvania just passed a $1.00 per pack tax increase for cigarettes and she thinks this will encourage cross border sales.  There is nothing to prevent smugglers from crossing the state line to purchase in Delaware.  Secretary Landgraf suggested that the group be ready to act at the change of administration.

Dr. Spellman commented that maybe DOE would foot the bill for the addition of physical activity.  Ms. Henry advised that currently she believes most changes had to go through each district for approval, and it is labor intensive especially for the DPH PANO program as there are only two people in it.  If it comes in the form of policy then it would be easier to implement and potentially cost less.

A question was raised relating to the Delaware Cancer Treatment program eligibility.  The response given was that individuals may apply for a hardship waiver through the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program to help with co-pays if the maximum out of pocket is more than 15% of their annual gross income.  There have been several applications for financial hardship submitted and to date the program has approved five.  Ms. Henry and Ms. Brown will continue to monitor and keep the Advisory Council advised of the numbers.

The All Payer Claims Database (APCD) legislation bill passed on June 30th and Governor Markell will sign on Thursday, July 21 at 3 pm at the Delaware Health Information Network (DHIN) office.  Senator Hall-Long thanked the DCC for the help in getting it passed.  Secretary Landgraf advised that APCD will live at DHIN and it had more credibility because of the DCC.  Dr. Spellman added that it is hard to get people to shift from opinions to data driven decisions.  Relating back to the earlier budget discussion, he suggested a book by John Ratey titled “Spark-The Revolutionary New Science of Exercise and the Brain”.  Ms. Henry advised that in some studies conducted at schools it has been proven that physical activity helps academic performance as well as behavioral issues.  Secretary Landgraf suggested inviting the author of the book to the Retreat.

The State of Delaware 148th General Assembly signed Senate Concurrent Resolution No. 89 to “encourage Delaware’s Insurance Commissioner and the Delaware Department of Health and Social Services to work with insurance companies and Delaware’s medical community to establish policies and a rate structure that promote the goal of issuing Survivorship Care Plans to all appropriate cancer survivors in accordance with guidelines established by the Commission on Cancer, within the next 5 years.”  A copy of the June 2016 resolution referred to as the “Moonshot Resolution” was included with each member’s meeting packet.

There will be a presentation following the committee meetings of the 2008-2012 Delaware Cancer Incidence and Mortality Report.

Dr. Spellman advised that the Cancer Registry had a paper related to the Time to Treat study published in the Journal of Registry Management.  A copy of the manuscript will be sent to members when the publication is available.

The Delaware Cancer Consortium Accomplishments June 2016 was completed and all members received a copy.  The book highlights the meaningful achievements of all committees.

Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 am with a reminder that the next meeting is scheduled for October.
