Review of Previous Meeting Minutes


Meeting minutes for March were approved.
Old & New Business




Welcome 
Dr. Patricia Hoge called the meeting to order.  The committee members introduced themselves to each other. The March 24, 2014 minutes were approved. 


Policy Update  (Dr. Patricia Hoge & Lisa Moore)
1. Status of House Bill (HB) 241- Amend Youth Access to Tobacco law to include electronic cigarettes (E- Cigarettes):

· Has been approved and is now waiting for the governor to sign bill.  [NOTE: Signed on June 12th]
· Discussion took place about Dr. Steve Grubb’s suggestion during the advisory councils meeting of changing the term “other tobacco product” to state “nicotine delivery product”.  Since the Federal Drug Administration (FDA) classifies E-cigarettes as a tobacco product the committee felt that this is not a good idea and could cause confusion in the future.
· The FDA is e working on their own laws and regulations as well.

2. Status of Senate Bill (SB) 94- Amend Tanning Bed law to make it illegal for youth under 18 to use tanning beds:

· Passed the senate 17 yes, 3 absent, 1 no vote.
· Will be in the House Health and Human Development Committee on June 11th. [NOTE: Voted out of committee on June 11th]
· The tanning bed industry has provided a letter in support of this bill.

3. House Bill (HB) 309- Amend Clean Indoor Air Act to include electronic cigarettes:

· The Delaware Cancer Consortium Advisory Council (DCCAC) will be sending a letter of support for this bill as written with no amendments.
· There is a possibility of some amendments to this bill being presented.  The committee discussed one of the amendments allowing E-cigarettes shop owners to allow patrons test out the products, the committee discussed that by allowing this it could be viewed as a setback for the clean indoor air act.  The committee feels that if the bill cannot be passed as currently written it should be left alone.  By doing so this will allow more time for FDA regulations to change and more research to be done on the effects of using e-cigarettes. 
· The committee suggested that more public awareness and research about the toxic chemicals found in e-cigarettes could help obtain support for this bill. 
· Ms. Deb Brown asked Dr. Karyl Rattay if the Division of Public Health could write up some of the harmful effects of e-cigarettes based on literature review, Dr. Rattay thinks it is a good idea and is going to check into what procedure this requires.
 
4.  FDA regulations on electronic cigarettes:

· They are looking at all different tobacco products to see if any should be exempt (premium cigars) comments are being accepted.
· Working on new regulations to prohibit youth from being able to purchase tobacco products, requirements of ingredient list, include FDA warnings on tobacco products for sale.
· Ms. Brown asked if the committee would submit comments on the exemption regulations the committee agreed that is would be best to submit comments as individuals. 


Delaware Cancer Consortium Advisory Committee (DCCAC) Meeting Update (Dr. Patricia Hoge)
 
1. Tobacco and Other Risk Factors Committee presented to DCCAC – presentation was given by Dr. Hoge

1. Early Detection and Prevention (ED&P) committee is working on lung cancer screening algorithm.  The three major hospitals (Christiana Care, Beebe Healthcare, and BayHealth) will have a nurse navigator that will be working with the program; the population to be served will be through the Screening for Life Program. The Program qualifications are:


· 55-80 years of age
· 30 + packs smoked a year
· Current smoker or has quit in the past 15 years
· Has had no CT scan in the last 12 months

The primary care physician will determine if the person needs to be screened and qualifies for the program, then they will be turned over to a nurse navigator at one of the 3 hospitals, the person will get the CT screening, once screening is read the next treatment options will be determined and tracked.

Dr. Rattay stated the pilot program will be ready to get running in the beginning of July at Christiana care, she stated that the program will evolve over time and improve as data is collected for the algorithm.  

Dr. Hoge asked how the quit line could be incorporated in these screenings, Ms. Lisa Moore said that the tobacco program and the ED&P committee are working out those details.  

The committee discussed pricing and insurance options for the CT scans

DE HEAL update- Items for annual meeting (Dr. Patricia Hoge)
 
1. Potential funding sources were discussed.
1. Moving forward with 501C3 status
1. Working on proposal to submit to Division of Public Health (DPH) for State Health Improvement Plan (SHIP) program collaboration.


Governor’s Council on Health Promotion and Disease Prevention update  (Dr. Patricia Hoge)

Working on a strategic plan for the next 18 months to make sure they are focused and organized on the correct matters, they are looking at 4 main areas:

1. Physical Activity (Walkable and Bicycle Friendly Communities)
2. Tobacco  (Prevention Youth Tobacco Initiation)
3. Nutrition (Beverage Choice)
4. Sustainability (Resource Development Capacity)


News & comments from committee members (Lisa Moore)

Dr. Hoge, Ms. Moore, and Mr. Fred Gatto met to discuss how to use the $500,000.00 that is going to be given to the tobacco program from the DCC recommendations. The proposed funding breakdown:

· $265,000.00 - Other Tobacco Products
· $100,000.00 - Menthol
· $75,000.00 - Pregnant women
· $50,000.00 – Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender (LGBT)
· $10,000.00 - Mental Health

Marianne Carter brought up the fact that Delaware State University was exempt from the tobacco-free mandate for state-owned buildings.   She asked the group for suggestions/support to move the campus to become smoke and tobacco-free.  Since that discussion, efforts are underway at DSU to achieve that status by September 2015.
