CRC Coordinators Update
A. Myrtle reported based on the data she has received that approximately 102 clients have been reached to date, with 33 colonoscopies scheduled. However, no breakdowns of how many of those are SFL, insured or Medicare clients.  Myrtle reported her data is incomplete. The requested statistical information has not been sent in the format requested; however, we will be reinforcing the required procedure.

B. Dr. Grubbs asked if the database would track the amount of time between scheduling a colonoscopy and the date of the colonoscopy so that we can detect any problems in provider capacity and getting colonoscopies in a timely manner.  Myrtle and the Coordinators, (Sandy and Charlene) stated that they had not had any problems getting colonoscopies scheduled in a timely manner, the turnaround has been about 2-3 weeks, and sometimes it is the client who wants to wait longer.  Dr. Grubbs said he would like see no a 21 day maximum waiting time, unless longer by client’s request.  Dr. Grubbs asked that SFL data be presented at the June CRC meeting.

C. Dr. Grubbs suggested the Coordinators contact patients/providers to find out the status of the patients colonoscopy.  This will help the Coordinators in tracking the status of the client. Dr. Grubbs suggested the facility call the Coordinators to update them on the client’s screenings. This will also assist the Coordinators on clients who prefer to schedule the screenings themselves.

D. Sandy Donnelly and Charlene Marinelli, Christiana Care reported on a patient who is attempting to have his third colonoscopy procedure.  The patient has not followed the preparation procedures properly.  Both the physician’s office and the CRC coordinators have explained the preparation procedures extensively to this patient. CRC Coordinators intervened and explained the preparation procedure to him step by step, wrote it out so it was easier for him to understand – his next appointment is May 31st.  Dr. Grubbs asked if it would be feasible for coordinators to call the day before a scheduled colonoscopy to remind patients about prep and answer any questions – private offices are calling to do this now, but need to remind physicians that the coordinators are there to help them.  So far, the coordinators think this is just an isolated incident.  One coordinator identified one major obstacle in her area which was the $220 Medicare deductible.

E. It was suggested to have Shari Short from NCI attend CRC Coordinators meeting to do specific training.  The decision was made that Sheri will contact each coordinator separately to set up training.

F. Dr. Gill reported the data analysis should be ready July or early August. Nora Katurakes reported on the recent formation of a data subcommittee.  The subcommittee will establish a data system. With this data the CRC Coordinators and the CRC committee will have access to in-time information.  Mr. Miller is working with the team to ensure what the subcommittee has established as data entry is what everyone is going to want.  Nora will chair this committee with the following other members.

Nora reported the subcommittee has not been organized yet but she plans to send an email out soon.

G. Dr. Grubbs asked If Mr. Tancredi’s organization had officially applied to become a member of the Consortium.  Mr. Tancredi reported he applied in November; however, he has not received notification to date.   Mr. Tancredi has spoken with Amy Renninger.

H. Dr. Gill stated he needed to meet with the CRC Coordinators to discuss intake forms and how they should be used.  Myrtle suggested that she send the dates of the monthly CRC Coordinator meetings to Dr. Gill for his review and choose a date he would be available to attend.

I. Dr. Grubbs asked AB&C if they had anything to contribute.  Donna-Marie King, Samantha Raftovich and Mike Cordrey handed out copies of a section of the May/June 2005 issue of: Healthcare Advertising Review – The latest Trends in Healthcare Advertising in which Delaware’s CRC screening media campaign is highlighted.

· Create a comprehensive statewide colorectal cancer screening and advocacy program
Myrtle passed around copies of the drafted CRC flats for the year 2 report that members could use to mark changes.  Dr. Grubbs asked AB&C what exactly they were looking for.  Mike Cordrey said that as with last year, they were looking to try and keep updates to around 20 words or less.

A. Task #2 - Develop an evaluation plan – Done (Year 2 plan is developed/year 3 will be implementation); 2 components, (operational measures/evaluation and measurements of outcome) 

B. Task #3 – job description completed; contracts about ready to go out; expected hiring in 1st quarter of FY06; different from the coordinators – advocates will contact community programs – will work closely with coordinators;  Dr. Grubbs made clear that 5 hospital systems have hired CRC screening coordinators and the  CRC community outreach advocates have yet to be hired.

C. Task #4 - Market project and services - major effort to get the word out this year is done.  Materials have been produced; over 300 of Champions of Change Kits have been distributed. Year 2 and ongoing is to marked and educate the community and physicians.

D. Task #5 Project start-up – Done; Colonoscopies and screenings have occurred; polyps have been found.  One patient with CRC cancer (maybe two); Make this a GENERAL Statement.  Dr. Grubbs would also like to add to this section physician and facility recruitment – to date have adequate amount but still ongoing.

E. Task #6 Operational support – Done

F. “Points to note” at bottom of the page needs to be cleaned up.  Point one should be changes to CRC coordinator.

G. Task #3 – case management; nurse coordinators doing this; accomplished.

· Reimburse for colorectal cancer screening of uninsured Delawareans age 50 and older
A. #3 Provide colorectal cancer screening for uninsured Delawareans age 50 and older that includes a comprehensive monitoring and evaluation program. Case management; nurse coordinators doing this.  Accomplished - Done
