Welcome/Review/Approval of minutes




Members of the Delaware Cancer Registrars Association (DCRA) were in attendance. 
The October 2019 Delaware Cancer Registry Advisory Committee (DCRAC) meeting minutes will be revisited at the April 20, 2020 meeting. 
Old & New Business



Review of Assigned Tasks
Dr. Nicholas Petrelli talked about an article published in the Delaware Medical Journal, discussing the central registry’s collaboration with strategic partners that contributes to the continued success of cancer surveillance and control in Delaware. He mentioned a DPH report is usually released in the Delaware Medical Journal once or twice a year. The last article that Dr. Petrelli noted was done in November/December 2019. 

Mr. Jason Lawson shared that both eMaRC Plus and WebPlus applications were previously on old technology servers and were recently upgraded to new servers. Mr. Lawson also shared that the Rocky Mountain Cancer Data Systems (RMCDS) was upgraded to the Windows 2016 server. Mr. Lawson stated that the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) will release new versions of eMaRC Plus and WebPlus, in the first quarter of 2020. 

Ms. Wilhelmina Ross presented an update on Delaware Cancer Registry (DCR) activities. Ms. Ross reported that DCR received the North American Association of Central Cancer Registries (NAACCR) Gold Certification for the 2016 Data Submission, with 104% completeness. Ms. Ross informed that current data shows a decrease in cases reported for 2017.  An update was provided  on the reporting status of physicians and the number of retired physicians within the state. The number of retired physicians may correlate to the current decline of cases being reported, as Ms. Ross stated, or the drop  in cases could signify a decrease in cancer overall. Ms Ross indicated that the central registry followed back to reporting facilities to inquire about the decrease in cancer cases reported. She discussed the areas of weaknesses, such as reporting specific codes, grade, and Social Security Death Index (SSDI) to the registrars and how these can be improved. 

Ms. Heather Brown presented the staging link of the dedicated Delaware Cancer Reigstry landing page on the Delaware Cancer Consortium’s (DCC) HealthyDelaware website. Ms. Brown informed that the staging link would go live after the meeting. Registrars expressed an idea of having their own section on the site and asked for updated manuals to be posted. Ms. Brown stated that she will send the link out to the registrars following today’s meeting. 

A discussion around the next Cancer Program Practice Profile Report (CP3R) article took place. The CP3R is a report that gives feedback to Delaware’s Commission on Cancer (CoC), which designates programs to improve data quality, provide efficient awareness and improve patient care and its accessibility. DCRAC member Mr. Robert Hall-McBride sent the measures of interest to the DCR. Ms. Wilhelmina Ross and Ms. Diane Ng will work with Mr. Hall-McBride on the article which will be ready by the summer meeting. 

Review of Executive Plan and Goals 
Dr. Petrelli stated the execution plan will be reviewed in the April 20, 2020 meeting.  

Delaware Cancer Registrars Association (DCRA)
The Registrars discussed that the Delmarva-DC Regional meeting would be hosted by the DCR this year. Registrars expressed concerns about finances to assist in funding of the meeting due to the lack of having a bank account. Dr. Petrelli stated that the DPH could loan funds to DCRA in support of the regional meeting. Also, the registrars discussed that a section on the HealthyDelaware website may assist with increasing membership and visualibity to DCRA. DCRA members expressed concerns about the bylaws and suggested amendments for organizational positions, such as a President, Vice President, Educational Training Coordinator (ETC), and Secretary. A survey will be sent by DCRA President, Colleen Grosso, to the DCRA members to determine whether any changes will be in effect. 

A DCRAC/DCRA combined meeting is held annually. The next combined meeting will be determined in the future. The next DCRAC meeting is scheduled on April 20, 2020. The DCRAC meeting was then concluded.
